ITEM 4. RECEIVE A REPORT ON THE NEVADA DEPARTMENT OF
TRANSPORTATION SPAGHETTI BOWL XPRESS (SBX) PROJECT

Sajid Sulahria, NDOT Project Management Division gave a presentation on the Nevada Department
of Transportation Spaghetti Bowl Xpress (SBX) project beginning with the project objectives and
benefits which include expanding southbound 1-580 Spaghetti Bowl to Villanova Street, enhancing
safety and reducing congestion and minimizing travel delays, widening travel lanes and shoulders as
well as reconfiguring interchange ramps access. The overall goal is to improve safety, efficiency and
operations throughout the Spaghetti Bowl with a focus of improving eastbound to southbound flow
in general. Additional details are available in the full presentation on file at the RTC Metropolitan
Planning Department.

ITEMS5. ~ ACKNOWLEDGE RECEIPT OF A REPORT REGARDING THE UPDATE OF
THE 2015 COORDINATED HUMAN SERVICES PUBLIC
TRANSPORTATION PLAN (CTP)

Jennifer Meyers, RTC Public Transportation Transit Contracts Administrator, introduced the item
and the consultant team of Laura Brown, RLS & Associates and A.T. Stoddard, LSC who gave a
presentation of a report regarding the update of the 2015 Coordinated Human Services Public
Transportation Plan (CTP) that is on file at the Metropolitan Planning Department. Discussion
followed that included ADA bus signs, curbs and amenities at bus stops, bus seating concerns as well
as incorrect or inaudible bus stop announcements on buses. Suggestions were also provided
regarding public feedback information distribution. David Carr, RTC Facilities and Fleet Manager,
responded that RTC is currently in the process of procuring new ADA bus stop signs that will be
installed at a lower position than the previous signs.

On a motion by Jillian Keller and seconded by Suraj Verma, the committee acknowledged receipt of
the report regarding the update of the 2015 Coordinated Human Services Public Transportation Plan
(CTP). The motion carried unanimously.

Rebecca responded that Vision
Zero works with the Washoe County School District SRTS (Safe Routes to School) program, which
is K-8. The task force also offers outreach to high school students. A copy of the presentation is on
file at the RTC Metropolitan Planning Department.

As Dan nentioned, ny nane is JimGCee, |I'mthe
Manager of Service Planning and Innovation for the RTC. And
|'mjoined for this presentation by M chael Del oude, who is
our Senior Planner and Schedul er, and Jeff WIIlbrick, who is
our Project Manager and has been our |ead guy for the
Virginia Street project.

W have one essential service change pl anned for
January, and that is extending our bus service to match the
construction investnment that we've nmade on the Virginia
Street corridor, both in the mdtown section, but also, nore
significantly, up to the UNR section

For those who may not know, the Virginia Street

route of Virginia Street rapid is our best route at RTC

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1 One out of seven passenger trips use the Virginia Street

2 rapid.

3 By virtue of this route change, and all the

4 construction that has, of course, preceded it, we're able to

5 extend our best transit route up to what may be our best

6 audience in the comunity, which is the 20,000 or so

7 students, faculty, and staff at the UNR canpus.

8 So given that the bus service change is really an

9 offset of the larger and nore significant investment in

10 construction activity along the Virginia Street corridor,

11 1've asked our Project Manager, Jeff WIllbrick, to give us

12 sone details on the Virginia Street construction project.

13 And with that, I will turnit over to you, Jeff.

14 MR WLLBRICK: Sure. Thanks, Jim So nmy nane is

15 Jeff WIlbrick. 1'"mthe Project Manager on the Virginia

16 Street project.

17 As Jimwas saying, this project really came out of

18 a couple needs that were identified at the early planning

19 stages of the project, and that really focused on increasing

20 transit ridership and connectivity. That's where the

21 extension of the service fromits current northern term nus,

22 which is at Fourth Street station up to the University cones

23 into play.

24 Then, also, a lot of the work that we've done in

25 the Mdtown segnment of the project -- inproving the sidewal k

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1 access, then accessibility to our transit services -- 5332314
2 from

3 It gets into the other two bullet points there as
4 well: increasing safety and then inproving accessibility of
5 the corridor itself.

6 So if you think about it, we have this highly

7 successful bus service, and buses operate when people can

8 get to the buses.

9 This project really identified a | ack of

10 accessibility in the Mdtown area for, not only people and
11 pedestrians and individuals to access wherever they were

12 going as a business or a vehicle parking to go somewhere,

13 but also just access to the bus service itself. So if

14 someone got on or off a bus, they wouldn't be able to get to
15 their destination safely.

16 That's really kind of the start of the project is
17 those purposes and needs.

18 Then, Jim if you want to advance the slide.

19 It turned into to scoping the project. So we have
20 a 1.8-mle extension of the service from again, the
21 existing rapid service goes up -- the furthest north it goes
22 is Fourth Street station, which is in Downtown Reno, and
23 we're going to be extending that up to the University of
24 Nevada, Reno.
25 So it's going to go all the way up to just past

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15th Street, which is where the Law or Events Center is.

We're including five stations in that University
area, so we're going to have a station at the far north at
the 15th Street area. W're going to have a pair of
stations to service the College Drive area, and then anot her
pair of stations to service kind of the southern limt of
the campus, which is around Ninth Street/Ei ghth Street.

The project also includes new buses to provide
continued |l evel of service of that transit line. W
currently operate that at about 10-m nute headways. So
those two buses are going to be able to allow us to continue
that |evel of service.

Then the project also includes a |ot of roadway
and si dewal k i nprovenents that includes two new roundabouts.
One in the area of the University, which is at that northern
limt of our project, then another one is the Mdtown area.
Both of those just kind of facilitate vehicular novenent and
access in and around those areas.

The M dtown segnment of the project includes about
1.2 mles of conplete street construction. So it's a
significant investnent there.

W, essentially, reconstructed the entire roadway
fromthe edge of right-of-way to the other edge of
right-of-way to totally transformthis section of M dtown.

In the area of the University, we did a ot of the
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1 roadway reconstructive preventative nai ntenance type of

2 activities to preserve the life of the pavenent in that

3 area.

4 We have nmuch w der sidewal ks. W have i nmense ADA

5 connectivity within segnments of the construction zone.

6 Anot her key el ement of bus rapid transit is signa

7 priority. So our buses in the limts of the area that were

8 under construction, they' re going to be operating the signal

9 wpriority, which essentially nmeans if the bus is behind

10 scheduled that it will be emtting a lowpriority frequency

11 simlar to that of a fire truck or a police car that emts a

12 signal to the traffic signal to turn the signal green or red

13 or whatnot to allow the vehicle to travel through the

14 intersection.

15 So transit priority is much -- it's not as

16 inmpactful as energency vehicle priority, but essentially

17 what it does is it holds the green |light a second or two

18 longer, or it will hold a red light a second or two | onger

19 to help that bus get back on schedul e.

20 So it's areally inportant conponent of bus rapid

21 transit in that we want the buses to be operating on

22 schedule. W want themto be consistent. W want themto

23 be dependable for the riders.

24 And the last big conmponent of the road project is

25 exclusive bus lanes. In the portion of the Virginia
Litigation Services | 800-330-1112
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1 Street -- the south Virginia part of the project, we hzsge o
2 bus lanes from Munt Rose Street to Plum Lane.
3 Then up near the University, we have bus-only
4 |anes that are bus/bike lanes in the southbound direction
5 fromabout Eighth Street all the way up to 15th Street. So
6 we have a quite extensive bus-only network in that zone.
7 The other kind of interesting component of this
8 project is that it's heavily federally funded. Qur project
9 received a $40 mllion grant fromthe Federal Transit
10 Administration to pay for a significant portion of these
11 inprovenents. So that's a great thing for our community in
12 that we are using these Federal funds for our benefit for
13 public inprovenent.
14 They are a discretionary fund, so we were a
15 conpetitive project. W applied for themin won that noney.
16 So that's a great acconplishnent for our community.
17 Here's a couple of photos of the stations. The
18 ones on the -- with the green signage, those are the
19 stations that are in Mdtown. They are nearly conplete.
20 There are just a couple of mscellaneous itens that are
21 waiting to be installed in them
22 The one on the upper left of your screen, that's
23 the one at Regency Way. That one actually includes sone
24 kind of cool and unique back glass paneling that's going to
25 be illumnated at night.
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So if it's Hall oween season, and we want to turn

that kind of an orange tint, it will go orange. O, let's
say, during the WIf Pack season, we want to nmake it bl ue,
we can nmake it blue for WIf Pack season. So that's kind of
just a unique elenent of our project.

The one in the lower-left corner is a transit
station that is currently under construction near the
University. That station kind of includes University
aesthetic with the brickwork there.

Soit's -- that's -- the stations | ook |ike they
have | evel boarding. They all are going on to have realtine
information on the schedule of the bus. Wat it's -- where
it's at and when it is supposed to arrive. So they are
real |y unique structures, and provide good service.

Next slide, Jim

the screen is not accessible, so | amlistening very
careful ly.

Did you say that it's going to have a screen,

i ke, you know, in the airport where you go and see what
time your airplane's arriving; is that what you're sayi ng?

MR, WLLBRICK: That is correct. It's going to
mmc the, | think, it's the Token Transit, if that's stil
correct. It's going to mmc the information that is on our

phone app of the schedule. And so --
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MS. UCHEL: So what | see here on nmy phone will be

the same as what people see on this screen -- correct? --
it's not going to del ayed.
MR WLLBRICK: Correct.
MS. UCHEL: Okay. | just want to nmake sure.
MR GEE: That's correct. |It'lIl be the sane
information. It both generates from our Next Bus system
MS. UCHEL: Who is this talking? Sorry.
CEE: This is Jim
UCHEL: Ckay.

CGEE: And the information comes out of Next
Bus, and it gets pushed to the phones and to the signs both
at the sane tine.

M5. UCHEL: | have one nore question. This is
Dora. Sorry you guys. | don't want be here for two hours,
but | can't see the screen

So when you are on the bus, are the buses going to
have a screen where people who are sitting on the bus read
the screen, what stop is comng up?

MR. GEE: There is a stop announcenent systemt hat
Is now installed on the bus that includes an LED screen that
scrolls and lists the upcom ng bus stops.

MS. UCHEL: 1It's going to be the same thing on the
app phone?

MR, CEE: That's the sane systemthat, basically,
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does the announcenents on the inside of the bus.

MS. UCHEL: Okay. Because yesterday it didn't
work at all

MR. CEE: That piece of the systemis not
changi ng.

MS. UCHEL: Ckay. Because yesterday no bus
announcenent was working. W alnost got lost. Thank you

MR GEE. (kay.

MR, WLLBRICK: Sure. Thanks for your questions,
Dor a.

So this is just a continuation of the
presentation, but it's, essentially, photos that are show ng
the before condition of South Virginia Street in the M dtown
area, and the after condition of, you know, what the
i mprovenents currently ook Iike.

W have sonme street trees and w der sidewal ks that
are accessible and just easier accessibility wthin the
South Virginia Mdtown section of project.

Jim do you want to advance.

Then, again, nore photos, and one of these photos
I's Amy Cunm ngs' favorite photo of the i mensely skinny
si dewal ks that were very prevalent in the Mdtown area being
only about 18 inches wide in the many places, and then
having a light pole in the mddle of it, to now being a

m ni mum of four feet wi de everywhere, in sone areas it's 7
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to 10 feet wide, and up to 20 feet wide in, actually,

isolated |ocations. So it's just a much nore accessible and
pedestrian-friendly corridor.

MR. CEE: Jeff, thank you. | see on the chat that
Paul has a question for you.

MR WLLBRICK: Sure.

MR, CEE: o ahead, Paul.

MR. MALI KOWBKI:  Hi, Jeff. Paul Mlikowski,
| ong-time CVAC nenber. Thanks for the presentation, and
more inportantly, the work that is going on for the Virginia
Street corridor. Really appreciate it.

| will tell you that fromny perspective, | have
been a University Station, USPS postal customer since 1989.
| used to have an office building up on the south edge of
canpus, and | have just never changed my PO box.

Now, the University postal station is up at about
17th Street. 1'll say, quite a distance beyond where you
are planing to termnate, and, | imagine, turn around the
new y constructed roundabout, this Virginia Street express
servi ce.

My observation over a long period of years is that
a lot of students utilize that postal facility, not just for
pi cking up nail and things that have to go snail mail, but
to send and receive inportant packages, to get certified

mai | and ot her proof of delivery services, and that sort of
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t hi ng.

So not just speaking for nyself, but for whatever
portion of the University community that uses that postal
facility frequently.

| mwondering, howdifficult it would be to run
the RTC Virginia Street service past Lawl or where you do
have the roundabout -- | recognize that there is an
i nvestnment that's been nmade on that -- and getting the
service up a couple of blocks. |It's probably a quarter mle
or so. | don't have it neasured.

It's something that if | were a student at Law or,

| would not relish walking up the hill to that in that
direction, at least it would be downhill, of course, on the
way back.

What engineering issues would you foresee or
contract issues would you foresee precluding an extension of
this up to 17th Street and that postal facility?

There seenms to be parking around there where,
assum ng you got University approval, you could turn a bus
around. That would be, | think, accessing a |lot nore of the
north end of canpus as well.

So those are ny questions, and | would like to
hear your thoughts.

MR WLLBRICK: | don't have an exact response for

the rapid service extending up that far. W did | ook at
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kind of lots of different scenarios, and | do know that the

University operates shuttle service during normal -- it's
operating now with canpus active with students and what not.

So | do know that their shuttle goes up that far
and turns around and goes by the nedical facility and down
sout h.

So our project has a couple of unique elenments in
the UNR segment of the project.

The first one is really far south between 8th
Street the 9th Street. 1It's going to be a nultinodal hub
where our rapid bus is going to stop, and the University
shuttle is going to stop, and the route 7 is going to be
st oppi ng.

So that's going to be kind of an interimarea that
has all those stops in the sane |ocation for a person who is
on one to get on other.

In addition, the route 7 continues further north
of that roundabout, and | believe it has a stop sonewhere
near 17th Street. It mght be at 16th Street -- M chael
Del oude is on this call and he can answer that nore
specifically -- so that would provide access up that far.

As far as the rapid service providing the stop up
that far, | don't see that as a -- the biggest engineering
chal l enges -- the purpose of the rapid service is to be a

fast, reliable service that mmcs nore of a light rail type
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1 scenario where there lots of -- the stops are further 533§e§4
2 apart. The purpose is for people to be able to get on and
3 off quickly. The bus is nmore so noving rather than stopped
4 | oadi ng passengers.

5 So for all of our stops for other rapid service,

6 we always try to have these larger structures that provide

7 that level boarding, that provide that the kind of space for

8 people to quickly get on and off.

9 So in the current design, we don't have a station
10 that far. W didn't plan to have a station that far. So --
11 and that's based on a couple of different things, but
12 primarily where the hubs of people are entering and exiting.
13 | understand the post office is a popular spot to
14 go, but | think the bulk of the majority of people that are
15 going to be riding this fromthe University and to the
16 University are going to be going to the Know edge Center and
17 the library there and the Student Union and Law or Events
18 Center.

19 So these are areas that are going to provide,

20 potentially, a bigger benefit to those areas, rather that
21 having to stop further north.

22 | don't think that's essentially a right or wong
23 answer, but that's just an observation that | personally

24  have.

25 M chael Del oude, do you have any information on
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the stop frequency of route 77

MR. DELOUDE: Yes. Route 7 operates every half
hour. There is a stop at 17th Street -- this is M chael
Del oude, Senior Technical Transit Operations Planner for the
RTC. So there is a stop there at 17th for route 7.

The issue with taking the Virginia line rapid
further north is having an opportunity to turn the bus
around quickly to head it in the southbound direction

So it would require another roundabout or other
type of facility built further north to be able to handle
t hat .

Eventual |y, over tine, | would suspect that as the
Virginia Street corridor grows further north, we would be
extending the rapid further north as well.

MR, WLLBRICK: So | hope that answers your
questi on.

MR, MALI KOABKI :  (Zoom audi o drop) ny questions.
| appreciate the input, gentlenen. Just doing a little
citizen | obbying here as well.

| |iked what was just said about as the further
north areas of Virgina Street develop -- and | think that's
inevitable for the way the University is headed -- we may
see sone changes in the rapid RTC Virginia line that is just
by demand that we don't see yet.

So thanks a lot, anyway. That's mny question and
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1 it's been answered. rage 2
2 MR CHAIR This is Vince Harris. | see that we
3 have a question from Rudy.

4 M5. LEON: Yes. Thanks, Vince.

5 This is -- well, I'll ask the abstract question

6 because | think the concrete one is off topic. What is the
7 communi cation between the University and RTC regarding

8 things like this bus line? Wuat is RTCs ability to do a

9 rapid change?

10 MR WLLBRICK: I'msorry. | had a kid yelling in
11 the background. Wat was your question?

12 MS. LEON. So the context of this is that Witney
13 Peak is now a dorm and the University is not responsible
14 for it. So the suttle buses that were running from G rcus
15 Circus to canpus are no |onger part of that agreenent.

16 So we have a ton of students living on Virginia
17 Street who woul d, obviously, be taking a bus. And | don't
18 know what the conmunication is between UNR and RTC or what
19 RTC s ability is to rapid short-termchanges to service to
20 accommodate something like, all of a sudden, there's an

21 entire dorms worth of students living ten bl ocks south of
22 canpus that were not anticipated to be living there.

23 MR WLLBRICK: | think Jimcan probably conment
24 on this as well, but | do know that back when the Artenesia
25 Hall and Nye Hall kind of had their incident, a |ot of work
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was done to provide ADA inprovenents between Wl f Pack Tower

down by Circus Circus and the University.

So simlar -- unfortunately, RTC and this specific
project is not able to nove that quickly.

| think there's other opportunities that RTC
i mpl emented issued with, | think they called it the M dtown
direct, which is -- or Mdtown UNR direct, which is,
essentially, a service that somewhat replaced the Sierra
Spirit, which kind of acconplished what you' re referring to
on a service that's kind of a Downtown col | ector

And, Jim maybe you can provide a better coment.

MR. CEE: Yes. The other significant thing we've
done -- and this is really inportant -- is late |ast year,
we put in a U Pass agreenent where students can display or
use their student 1D to, essentially, ride for free on any
RTC bus.

So we were on canpus pronoting that directly to
students before COVID hit, and are prepared to do so again.
But, essentially, as a UNR student, and al so a TMCC student,
| can show ny student ID, be able to use the bus, have
opportunities, thus, all around the community, and have free
bus servi ce.

M5. LEON: Thank you.

MR, GEE. Let me continue on the presentation, if

| coul d.
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Jeff, thank you.

And kudos to Jeff, not only for hel ping ne out
tonight with the presentation, but Jeff has been the |ead
fromRTC on this project. |It's amazing the nunber of little
details that have to be thought through, and Jeff's been on
top of all of them

So kudos to you, Jeff.

MR WLLBRICK: Thank you, Jim

MR. CGEE: Thank you

So as | nentioned, what we are proposing to do is
take our Virginia line, which currently operates between
Fourth Street station and Downtown Reno and Meadowood Mal
on the south end, and extend that route Northwood to the UNR
canpus to just north of the Lawl or Events Center

The frequency on the route is currently every 10
m nutes during the week, every 12 mnutes on the weekends;
that frequency will not change.

The one little thing that is different about this
extension is, with our service as it is today, nearly every
route stops at Fourth Street station and it sits. |It's
dwel s there and there's a little bit of a |ayover tine.

\What we are proposing to do with the Virginia line
is actually not have that bus sit at Fourth Street, but
i nstead have it travel through Fourth Street, still pick up

and drop off passengers, but instead of |aying over there,

it wll layover at either end of the route.

VWhat that nmeans is for a student, for exanple,
they could catch the bus at UNR, not have to sit at a Fourth
Street station while they're wanting to go to Mdtown or to
t he Meadowood Mall, but instead the bus will travel directly
on through.

Associated with the extension of the Virginia line
Is the discontinuation of that tenmporary route that was
mentioned earlier. That's the UNR M dtown direct route.

That was a route that was put in little over a
year ago to act as a nechanismfor students to get from
canpus to Downtown and to Mdtown. That was a route that
went every 30 m nutes on weekdays and eveni ngs.

What we're proposing to do is renove that
tenmporary route and, essentially, replace that
every-30-mnute route with a 10-minute route, which is the
Virginia |line.

Then, finally, with every schedul e change, we
al ways have m scel |l aneous tinme adjustments. W |ook at our
data collection -- our on-tinme performance, our average
dwel | tinme, our ridership -- adjust the schedul es
accordingly to inprove that on-time performance, and there
will be some mscellaneous tine adjustnents built into the
schedul es as we do every assignnent.

In terms of public outreach, obviously, wth
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COVID-19, it's been an issue, but we did develop a virtual

presentation. W have a YouTube video that M chael Del oude
is the star of, also pronoted us on social nedia, and have
devel oped a hotline specifically for route changes where
people can call is directly and tal k specifically about
route changes.

Now, with that, that ends ny presentation.

Thank you, Jeff. Thank you, Mchael. And | would
be happy to field any questions that you may have about the
proposed changes and, additionally, about the project.

So | commend you and thank you so nuch for al
your hard worKk.

Then, second comment woul d be -- or going forward,
as far as bike lanes go, |'ve been riding a |ot now that |
obvi ously have sonme tinme, but what can we do to get nore
bicycle lanes in our streets? And is it just my conmmon
sense thinking that whenever a street is retrofitted or
redone or whatever the correct termnology is here, are we
al ways considering putting in a bike |ane?

24 report regarding the update of the 2015 Coordi nated Human
25 Services Public Transportation Plan. This is for possible
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act1 on.

Dan, do we have a report fromstaff?

MR DOENCGES: Yes. This time | will hand it over
to Jennifer Meyers.

MS. MEYERS: Yes. H . Good evening, everyone.
This is Jennifer Meyers, and | amthe Transit Contract
Admi ni strator at RTC.

As required by the Federal Transit Adm nistration,
RTCis in the process of updating its Coordi nated Human
Services Transportation Plan, developed to inprove nobility
for seniors and individuals with disabilities.

Last month, we engaged you in that devel opnment
process. This evening, M. A T. Stoddard is on the call --
or the nmeeting with -- he is with LSC Transportation, and he
is here to update you on the plan, and to provide you with
sone prelimnary survey results.

A T., wel cone.

MR. STCDDARD: Good evening. Thank you, Jennifer
This is A T. Stoddard with LSC Transportation Consultants.

This will be a brief update, primarily (Zoom audio
drop) have turned in in ternms of our survey effort and
giving you just some prelimnary results of that.

So | do have a couple of slides and sone
i nformation to share with you

So we did a short questionnaire. As Jennifer
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1 said, we talked to you about that at your last neeting. It

2 was distributed through outreach to a number of agencies and

3 stakehol ders.

4 The survey questionnaire itself, along wth a

5 short video and other information, was posted on the RTC

6 website. It was available both in an online format and a

7 printable format.

8 W closed it out yesterday. W had 156 responses

9 in English; we did a have Spani sh version, and we had one

10 response in Spani sh.

11 So as | said, we just closed the (Zoom audi o drop)

12 we don't have a lot of field analysis yet, but just some of

13 things that we did see fromthe responses -- so |'ve got

14 several graphs here.

15 First one is the question about whether people had

16 regular access to a personal vehicle that they can drive.

17 When you |l ook at this, it was about one-third that

18 said yes; 65 percent indicated they did not have regul ar

19 access to a vehicle. So that clearly indicates a dependence

20 on other sources of transportation

21 The next question, we just asked for some

22 information about the individuals who were respondi ng, and

23 we have several categories.

24 As you can see, people were allowed to respond to

25 nore than one, but we had -- out of this, 59 percent
Litigation Services | 800-330-1112
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i ndi cated they had sonme type of disability, then we had 35

percent who indicated they were a senior citizen, only 3
percent were veterans who responded, and then we had 3
percent who indicated in all categories.

So we wi Il be breaking down of the responses by
those groups as well. As | said, we haven't gotten to that
yet, but | will be digging into this, and it will be in the
pl an docunentati on.

The next graph, | think, is also significant.

This is the question of whether a person ever needs a ride
and does not have one. Indicating they weren't available to
get to something, the next question was what are they not
able to travel to for whatever purpose they had. Al nost 50
percent; 48 percent said, yes, they have needed a ride and
not had one.

The ot her (Zoom audi o drop) said, no, that was not
an issue. So nearly half the respondents indicated that
they have, at one time or nore, needed transportation and
did not have a ride avail able.

What that nmeans in terns of quality of life is
when you start to | ook at what are those things that people
are trying to go to? \Wat are they unable to get a ride to?

The | argest response -- just at 33 percent -- was
to be able to go shopping. Cose behind that at 32 percent

was being able to go to or froma nedical appointnent. Then
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we had | ower responses: The going to and fromwork at about

13 percent; five percent indicated it was going to or from
school .

We had a significant portion -- 17 percent -- that
i ndicated "other." W asked themto specify what those
were. Again, | haven't had a chance to break those down and
see are there comon responses anong those.

Again, | think pretty significant. There's a
third (Zoom audio drop) were not able to get shopping, but
then al nost another third are going to or froma nedical
appoi nt nent.

The last slide | have -- and, again, this is not

everything we got, but a quick update to give you an

i ndi cation of who's been responding to the
questionnaire -- this shows household income. Again, |
think, pretty significant.

W' ve got | ow i ncome househol ds respondi ng. About

34 percent with household incomes of [ess than $15,000 a

year.

The next category, $15 to $25,000 at about 22
percent, and then 20 percent in the range of 25 to just
$50, 000, basically.

So just over three-fourths are in households wth
i ncomes under $50, 000, but well over half -- 56 percent --

i n households with incones under $25, 000.
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So that is the update. As | said, we are in the

process of conpleting our analysis of this. W wll be
wor ki ng on what that nmeans in terns of needs, along with
sone of the other sources of information we have for
transportati on needs, analysis of the denographics in the
community, and working to put that together, along with
various strategies to address the various unnet needs.

So that is the presentation. That is a quick
update for you. Next tinme, we'll come and try to get on
your agenda and have nmore information and what we're | ooking
at in terms of some prelimnary reconmendati ons.

So thank you. | would be happy to answer any
questi ons.

MR CHAIR This is Vince Harris. To the
conmmttee, do we have any questions for the presenter?

RECOMMENDATION

Acknowledge receipt of a report and provide direction on the 2050 Regional Transportation Plan
(RTP) project evaluation.

SUMMARY

The RTC is underway on the development of the 2050 Regional Transportation Plan. The purpose
of the plan is to identify the long-term guiding principles and goals for the regional transportation
system and to identify the projects, programs, and services that will be implemented through 2050.
This plan will be based on a robust community engagement process and conducted in collaboration
with partner agencies. The plan will address the safety, mobility, connectivity, and traffic operations
issues that are resulting from strong population and employment growth in the region. Federal
regulations require that the long range planning document be updated every four years. The current
RTP approval extends through May 2021.

The RTC is currently evaluating projects that have been suggested for inclusion in the 2050 RTP.
Projects in the current (2040) RTP which have not been completed or initiated are also being
evaluated to determine if they still appropriately meet regional transportation needs. Project
suggestions were received through outreach opportunities such as an online survey and agency and
stakeholder coordination meetings. In addition, project recommendations were compiled from
recently completed planning studies such as the South Meadows Area Multimodal Transportation
Study and the University Area Multimodal Transportation Study.

RTC staff have scored each of the projects through an evaluation framework, which takes into
account safety, congestion, multimodal connectivity, equity, land use, pavement condition, flood
mitigation, project readiness, and funding criteria. The RTC will seek public input on the proposed
projects as well as direction from the RTP Agency Working Group and provide a score based on the
feedback received for the final scoring criteria.
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
