The Technical Advisory Committee meeting was conducted as a Virtual Meeting. The Chair, Jeff
Borchardt, called the meeting to order at 9:40 a.m.
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ITEM1.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA

The agenda was approved as submitted.

ITEM 2. PUBLIC COMMENT

There was no public comment.

ITEM 3. APPROVAL OF THE JUNE 3, 2020 MEETING MINUTES

The June 3, 2020, meeting minutes were approved as submitted with Jeff Borchardt abstaining.

ITEM 4. RECEIVE A REPORT ON THE NEVADA DEPARTMENT OF
TRANSPORTATION SPAGHETTI BOWL XPRESS (SBX) PROJECT

Pedro Rodriguez, NDOT Project Management Division gave a presentation on the Nevada
Department of Transportation Spaghetti Bowl Xpress (SBX) project beginning with the project
objectives and benefits which include expanding southbound 1-580 Spaghetti Bowl to Villanova
Street, enhancing safety and reducing congestion and minimizing travel delays, widening travel lanes
and shoulders as well as reconfiguring interchange ramps access. The overall goal is to improve
safety, efficiency and operations throughout the Spaghetti Bow! with a focus of improving eastbound
to southbound flow in general. Additional details are available in the full presentation on file at the
RTC Metropolitan Planning Department.

Bill Thomas, RTC Executive Director, asked if right-of-way would be needed on the section of 1580
from Wells to the southbound ramp of 1580 or on the south side of 180. Pedro responded that in the
environmental impact study that has been shared with the public this may occur in future phases, but
it is unknown at this time what the right-of-way impacts may be, or if it will be needed. Bill asked
that NDOT please share with RTC and City of Reno if this will occur. Bill also discussed the
realignment of Glendale Avenue.

On a motion by Amber Sosa and seconded by Chris Tolley, the committee acknowledged receiving
the report on Nevada Department of Transportation Spaghetti Bowl Xpress (SBX) project. The
motion carried unanimously.

ITEM 5. ACKNOWLEDGE RECEIPT OF A REPORT REGARDING THE UPDATE OF
THE 2015 COORDINATED HUMAN SERVICES PUBLIC
TRANSPORTATION PLAN (CTP)
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Jennifer Meyers, RTC Public Transportation Transit Contracts Administrator, introduced the item
and the consultant team of A.T. Stoddard and Megan McPhilimy of LSC Transportation Consultants
to present an overview of where we are today and to seek the committee members’ input regarding
unmet transportation needs and types of improvements and changes that RTC should be looking for
going forward. There is currently an online survey questionnaire available to the public to provide
feedback. Printable versions are also available to the public that can be returned by mail. A copy of
the presentation is on file at the RTC Metropolitan Planning Department.

Bill Thomas, RTC Executive Director, spoke about special needs fixed route riders and the
challenges surrounding conflicts of wearing masks and enforcement while RTC struggles to gain
back ridership during COVID. He also asked whether there might be other strategies that should be
considered to help with the challenges to improve service delivery and ridership while serving the
public in the safest way possible and be able to meet additional needs.

On a motion by Tara Smaltz and seconded by Dan Inouye, the committee acknowledged receipt of
the 2015 Coordinated Human Services Public Transportation Plan (CTP) report. The motion carried
unanimously.

ITEM 6. ACKNOWLEDGE RECEIPT OF A REPORT ON AN UPDATE OF THE
VISION ZERO TRUCKEE MEADOWS TASK FORCE

Rebecca Kapuler, RTC Senior Planner, presented an update on the community based regional Vision
Zero Truckee Meadows Task Force. A copy of the presentation is on file at the RTC Metropolitan
Planning Department.

On a motion by Dan Inouye and seconded by Chris Tolley, the committee acknowledged receipt of
the Vision Zero Truckee Meadows Task Force report. The motion carried unanimously.

ITEM7. DEVELOPMENT UPDATES

Jeff Borchardt, City of Reno, stated nothing too major is happening, the projects now are small in
nature and he will add additional information under Member Items.

Amber Sosa, City of Sparks, noted that they are working on similar projects as those that City of
Reno mentioned. She also added that Spanish Springs, Stone Brook and Wingfield areas have many
developmental reviews coming up. Bill Thomas, RTC Executive Director, mentioned the Eagle
Canyon connection and Dan Doenges, RTC Planning Manager, stated the extension study is still in
the works and additional information will be presented at a future meeting.

Mitchell Fink, Washoe County, stated there are 294 new homes planned in the Sun Valley area. He
also noted that developments in Cold Springs and Spanish Springs are booming, too.
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There were no additional Developmental Updates.

ITEM 8. MEMBER ITEMS

Jeff Borchardt, City of Reno, stated they are doing a comprehensive Zoning Code update and
encouraged everyone to look at the information on their website where there is a list of the meeting
and public workshop dates.

David Hutchison, City of Reno, added that City of Reno is working with NDOT on the TA Set-Aside
funding on installing radar speed feedback signs and pedestrian flashers. They are awaiting the notice
to proceed from FHWA. They are also working with Renown on donated funded flashers for
pedestrians, too.

Lissa Butterfield, Reno-Tahoe Airport Authority, introduced Chris Cobb, the new Manager of
Engineering and Construction who may be joining future TAC meetings. She also noted that the new
President/CEO, Daren Griffin, starts in his new position this week.

Amber Sosa, City of Sparks, noted they are also working with Renown to add the pedestrian flashers
that City of Reno will be installing.

Mitchell Fink, Washoe County, stated they will have the same Renown rapid flashers in school zone.

Daniel Inouye, Washoe County Health District Air Quality Management, stated they are encouraging
work-from-home to continue as it helps our air quality and reduces Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT),
especially work related trips, as businesses being to reopen and they encourage other jurisdictions
and businesses to incorporate working remotely in their plans moving forward as much as possible.

Tara Smaltz, NDOT, regarding the Spaghetti Bowl Xpress (SBX) project and to give a little more
insight into the project upcoming traffic control, starting August 16™ there will be some temporary
traffic control and traffic interaction impacts northbound from Mill up to the Spaghetti Bowl, and
beginning August 19" there is an anticipated split in traffic for the northbound 580 traffic continuing
north up to 395, which could impact traffic on Mill, Glendale and Oddie.

Mike Boster, Washoe County School District, noted that school will be opening on August 17*", and
he will let TAC know if anything changes.

This is just to give you all an overview of what we've got
pl anned for the upcom ng service change. It is rather
si npl e.

To coincide with the conpletion of the Virgina
Street project through Mdtown and the UNR area, we will be
extending the RAPID Virginia line up to the University.

So | just want go over a little overview of the
Virginia Street project, then tal ked about that change to
the RAPID Virginia line, and then tal k about sone
adj ustnents that we're doing to the schedule. The proposed
effective date is January 2, 2021.

The Virginia Street project had three -- kind of
three specific purpose and needs. It was to increase
transit ridership and connectivity along the corridor. It
was to enhance pedestrian safety.

As you can tell by the photos here, we have had
some very narrow sidewal ks with barriers in them and it has
not been very pedestrian or ADA conpliant. Then,
additionally, we wanted to inprove the accessibility in the
Virginia Street corridor

The project is a 1.8-mle extension for the

exi sting BRT service, which currently ends at Fourth Street

station. The goal is to extend the RAPID Virginia line

further north up to the UNR canpus to a roundabout near the
Law or Event Center.

This project included eight new stations: three
stations new stations in the Mdtown area, an additional
five new stations for the north portion of the project
between Eighth and Ninth at College, and then -- so that
there would be two pairs at each, and then one station at
the Law or Event Center.

This project also includes the purchase of tw new
electric buses to supply service to this corridor.

Additionally, we added to two new roundabouts: one
at the Lawl or Events Center, and one at Center. It was 1.2
mles of conplete street design for the Mdtown area of
South Virginia Street. Road construction and preventative
mai nt enance occurred.

We wi dened sidewal ks for better ADA access and
just general pedestrian access. Traffic signal priority for
the transit systemto help ensure that the RAPID Virginia
| ine can remain on schedul e as best as possible. Then,
we've included, in certain sections, exclusive bus |anes.

This project has been prinmarily federally funded.

This is just to give you a view of the new
stations that have been erected.

The top left and right are along the M dtown

portion of the corridor. Those have been conpl et ed.

The lower left is the new station up at the canpus
at College, and it brings in some of the UNR decor as part
of its design.

These are sone images of before and afters for the
M dtown portion of the project. As you can see, the top are
the before, and the photos at the bottomare the after. You
can see how the sidewal ks and pedestrian ADA access and
accessibility has been inproved.

Additionally with the work, there was an addition
of a nedian island to help control traffic and a | ot of
traffic will nove a little bit snoother through the
corridor.

Here, again, are sone nore photos of the
i mprovenents in the Mdtown area. As you can tell, the
wal ki ng has gotten nmuch better.

The current RAPID Virginia |line operates from
Fourth Street station to Meadowood Mall, and it currently
operates at every 10 mnutes on the weekdays during the peak
periods, and 12 m nutes on the weekends during the peak
peri ods.

The plan is to extend up to the UNR canpus at the
roundabout at the Lawl or Event Center. W would continue to
serve Meadowood Mall. The frequency would remain the sane

at 10 m nutes on weekdays and 12 m nutes on the weekends.

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The not abl e change to the service woul d be that

Fourth Street station four, the RAPID Virginia |line, would
become just a regular stop, not a place for |ayover or
dwel I .

So it would be treated as any other just regular
stop along any RTC RIDE route. The |ayovers would occur at
the roundabout at the station, at the roundabout at the UNR
canpus, at Lawl or Event Center, and then at Meadowood Mal |

As part of this, we had inplenented the UNR
M dtown direct route about this time last year to help
connectivity with the north end of Downtown to the M dtown
area to help bring people into the Mdtown during the
construction period.

This was only slated as being tenporary. So as
part of this project, the UNR Mdtown direct will be
discontinued. |It's currently frequency is every 30 m nutes.

So with going to the RAPID Virginia line to every
10 minutes, it should be much nore convenient for the
students and the people that live in the north part of
Downtown to get the service and get into Mdtown or get down
t o Meadowood Mall, wherever they plan on going.

Through every service change, we're always
continually adjusting the schedules a little bit. So we
| ook at the run tines by segnents and see how we're doing

with regard to the timng between those segnents, and we

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just do an occasional update. This is help inprove on-time

performance, inprove service reliability, and it's to help,
again, with on time performance, which these run tines can
significantly inprove. They're just regular adjustnents
that we do over tinme.

Last nmonth, we engaged you in the devel opment of
this plan, and today we have M. A T. Stoddard with LSC
Transportation here to give you an update on the plan's

devel opnment, and provide you with sone prelimnary survey

results.

MR, STCDDARD: Good norning. Thank you, Jennifer
Again, thisis AT. Stoddard with LSC
Transportation Consultants. | amthe Project Manager for

the consultant team

As Jennifer mentioned, we were at your | ast
meeting, and gave you an overview of the project.

Today, we want to just give you an update on what
we' ve been doing. W've had a nunber of neetings. The key
thing that has taken place has been outreach with the survey
efforts to get comunity input.

As all of you can appreciate, that's a rea
chal l enge right now, but we worked to get the community
survey out. |'ve got sone prelimnary findings to share

wi th you today.

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The community survey had a short questionnaire,

and we distributed it through outreach to a variety of
agenci es and stakehol ders. W' ve been participating in a
nunber of neetings over the |ast nonth.

The questionnaire was posted on the RTC website,
along with basic information about the project, and a video.
Then we had it both online and printable versions of the
survey questionnaire. So people could read it online if
they wanted, or they could print it out and send it in.

We closed it out on Tuesday, and we had 156
responses to the English questionnaire; we had one response
on our Spani sh version

So what |'msharing today are still prelimnary
results. We did close it out Tuesday norning, so it went
t hrough Monday.

W' re working on the full analysis, and what will
be of particular interest are witten coments that people
provi de.

Just a fewthings to give you an overvi ew of what
we have heard from people who participated and sonme of their
characteristics.

So the first question was -- |'msharing here --
whet her peopl e have regul ar access to a personal vehicle
that they drive. Wat we found is about 35 percent said

"yes"; the other 65 indicated they did not have regul ar
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access to a personal vehicle that they could drive for

enpl oynent .

Then, in ternms of characteristics of the people,
we asked themif they had sone type of disability, if they
were a senior, a veteran. W found 59 percent of our
respondents indicated they had sone type of disability; 35
percent seniors; a small portion indicated they were
vet er ans.

Then, a key question is: Do people have access
the transportation services? If they need to go sonewhere,
are they able to get a ride?

So we asked the question: Do you ever need a ride
and not have one? And the responses indicated that 48
percent said "yes" to that question.

So nearly half of the people responding have had
ti mes when they needed to get sonewhere and were not able to
because | ack of transportation.

That really relates to quality of life and the
next question -- I'msharing with you -- is: Wat was the
trip purpose? Were did people need a ride to that they
were unable to get there because of a | ack of
transportation?

So the greatest percentage, but only slightly, was
for going shopping. So that would include shopping for any

pur pose, including groceries.
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At 32 percent, again, only a slight difference,

was going to or from nedical appointnents.

Lower percentages, at 17 percent, was "other." W
asked people to specify that. Again, those are witten
comments, and we're going through those to find out if there
are conmon responses within those witten coments.

Anot her 13 percent indicated going to and from
wor K.

About 5 percent indicated that they did not have
transportation for school or some type of training program

Again, about a third each not being able to get to
or from nmedi cal appointments or going shopping. So that
does translate directly to independence and living and the
quality of life.

So we'll be | ooking at what are, kind of,
strategi es, what options do we have to address sone of those
unmet needs.

The final slide | share with you is, again, who
are the people that we are getting responses fron? This
shows househol d i ncone.

So 34 percent indicated a household incone of |ess
than $15, 000; another 22 percent were in the range of 15 to
$25, 000; 20 percent 25 to $50, 000.

So really, just over three-quarters were in

househol ds with i ncomes under $50, 000, but well over half,
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about 56 percent, indicating they were in households wt

i ncones of $25,000 or |ess.

This, | think, corresponds to what we heard from
sone of the stakeholder interviews we did early in the
process. \Wen asked the question of affordability of
transportation, people said even as transportation services
are available, often the people can't afford it.

When you | ook at the responses we have here, and
the high percentage comng from really, |owincone
househol ds, again, that seens to be consistent.

So we're | ooking at those, and we are in the
process of doing anal ysis based on denographics, of the
| evel of need, working on the various options and strategies
to be considered, and putting together an interimreport
that we will be submtting to RTC

So that is ny presentation, and | certainly would
be happy to answer questions or take any comments you may
have at this tine.
