Kaci Stansbury, Jacobs Engineering Group stated, five
trees will be impacted with the construction and RTC is working with the City of Reno and their
requirements on the tree replacements and additions.

Kyle Chisholm, WCSD commented on the bus turnouts on the bridge. Kaci Stansbury, Jacobs
Engineering Group stated, there will be improvements to the existing bus stops with the bridge
replacement project.

Candace Stowell, RSIC had questions on the bike lanes on north Arlington Avenue. Kaci Stansbury,
Jacobs Engineering Group stated, the existing bike lane at Arlington Avenue will be combined with
the bike lane improvements with the bridge replacement project.
