Graham Dollarhide, RTC Sr. Technical
Planner, responded the recommendations will go before the RTC Board July 21st and once approved
the entities will be authorized to go to NDOT (the administrators of the funding) to enter into an
agreement for their projects. RTC will remain updated on all projects but agreements will fall under
NDOT timelines.
